To the people of the Cherry Valley and
Rochdale Water District:

Greetings:

Your Board of Water Commissioners respectfully submits their 98th
Annual Report for fiscal year ending June 30, 2008.

As reported in last year's annual report, the District, with the assistance
of Tata and Howard, Inc. of Westborough, MA submitted it's response to
the MA DEP Order to Complete the Five Year Review of the District's
Water Management Act (WMA) Permit in November 2006. To date the
District has not been issued a new Water Management Permit.

However, on December 31, 2007 the District received its Water
Management Act Registration Statement. The Registration is for the
years beginning January 1, 2008 to December 31, 2017. In what can be
describe as ground breaking policy changes, MA DEP has issued the
Registration accompanied with overbearing conditions aimed at
supporting MA DEP’s long range goal of improving state wide stream
flow by reducing residential consumption. The main differences between
a Registration versus a Permit are that the Registrant is expressly
“entitled” to continue as “specified in the registration statement” (e.g.-
total water withdrawal in million gallons per day); whereas the Permit
conditions the method in which you withdraw. By conditioning the
Registration it sets the stage for dissolving a water supplier's
“entittement” by potentially reducing the allowable volume of water
withdrawn from its source(s).

The Commissioners, along with water managers from 39 other
communities across the state have filed an appeal challenging MA DEPs
authority to condition the Registration. The Commissioners, as advised
by the Water District's Attorney, challenge MA DEP’s authority stating
that DEP exceeded its authority under G.L. c. 21G, sec 5, by imposing
said conditions in connection with the “Water Management Registration
Statement and further lacks authority to impose any condition upon
registered volumes, which the Registrant is expressly “entitled” to
continue as “specified in the registration statement.”

The Commissioners expected that the long awaited Water Management
Act Permit would include similar conditions. However, the conditions
included as part of the Registration may supercede permit conditions in
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some aspects if the permit does not have similar conditions (e.g.-if a
permit does not have requirements for watering restrictions or seasonal
water management then the registration conditions apply).

MA DEP will continue to issue more stringent permit requirements
geared to reduce daily residential water use, eliminate all outside water
use, implement a comprehensive conservation education program,
internal water audits, system wide leak detections and commercial and
residential meter upgrade programs to name a few. Simply stated, MA
DEP’s long range goal to improve state wide stream flow by reducing
residential consumption will cost all ratepayers more money. Beginning
in FY 2009, the impact will be realized by this District, as ratepayers can
expect an increase in the monthly water bill.

In March 2008, Tata & Howard, Inc., the District's water engineer,
submitted the District's response to U.S. EPA’'s mandated Stage 2
Disinfectant/Disinfection By-product Rule Individual Distribution System
Evaluation (IDSE) Monitoring Plan. The Commissioners expect to
receive U.S. EPA’s response regarding the submittal later this year
(2008).

As reported in last year's Annual Report, the chemical process,
telemetry, SCADA, continuous monitoring and process control
equipment are displaying signs of excessive wear and unreliability. The
District’'s staff adheres to the manufacturer's recommended preventive
maintenance program to ensure uninterrupted operations. However, the
equipment has reached the point by which the operational staff is unable
to carry out proper repair and preventative maintenance. This has
resulted in numerous failures that compromise the overall operation. To
this end, the Commissioners have sponsored an article on tonight's
warrant to fund the purchase of select pieces of equipment.

In April 2007, MA DEP conducted a Sanitary Survey of the District
operations at the Henshaw and Grindstone Water Treatment Facility. In
February 2008 the District received the findings of said survey. The
survey identified several deficiencies and established corrective action
time lines that the District must complete within the next three years. The
deficiencies sited were: inspection of the Greenville Storage Tank, West
Street Storage Tanks and a permanent repair to the Greenville Storage
Tank; the repair (short term action) and permanent replacement (long
term action) of the screen house for the reservoir plant intake;
establishing a schedule to perform a system wide engineering study
addressing the low-pressure service areas of the District; corrective
action of existing floor drains located in the Control Building Pump Room;
developing a corrective action plan addressing the TTHM levels; and
adopting a District Policy to address proposed connections in low-
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pressure areas of the water distribution system. As instructed by the
Commissioners, the Superintendent has started the process to address
all the deficiencies. The initial result of the study is a Commissioner
sponsored funding article on tonight's warrant for the inspection, upgrade
and repair of the Greenville Storage Tank and the inspection and
upgrade of the West Street Storage Tanks. The Commissioners believe
that the balance of the deficiencies, with the exception of the screen
house, can be completed in-house.

The Financial Audit was conducted by the firm of Graham, Huckins and
Shepherd of Worcester, MA for years ending June 30, 2006 and 2007.
The audit concluded that the District continues to demonstrate excellent
financial accountability. However, the audit revealed a 28% variance
between gallons pumped and gallons billed. This variance appears to be
due to the average age of the system-wide metering system, the average
age of the master metering system located in the Control Building Pump
Room, leaks in the system, incomplete records of hydrant use and water
pumped into the storage tanks. In response to the cited variance, the
Commissioners continue to support funding of the ongoing system wide
meter upgrade program and will initiate a commercial metering
evaluation program to determine use changes. Any identified use
changes will result in onsite flow testing and/or meter upgrades. The
Commissioners have also sponsored an article on tonight's warrant to
fund the purchase of Master Flow Meters

The ongoing meter upgrade program has resulted in the installation of
854 Orion Meters to date.

In July 2007, the District’s operational staff rebuilt Filter #1 and upgraded
the filter flow control valves.

Several notes of appreciation are in order:

Supplying the Villages of Cherry Valley, Greenville and Rochdale, all
within the Town of Leicester and extensions to Comins Road, Wells
Street and Pleasant Street, all located within the Town of Oxford.

Charter (Chapter 381, Acts of 1910) accepted April 20, 1910. Charter
amended May 29, 1996, Chapter 105, Act of 1996.

First Officers elected May 19, 1910.

Old systems in Cherry Valley installed by Leicester Water District in
1894 and 1895. This section was purchased in 1910 and looped into a
new system.

A new system was installed in Cherry Valley in 1910. The systems in
Rochdale and Greenville, plus the pumping stations and both standpipes
were built in 1910.

Population supplied by the Cherry Valley and Rochdale Water District is
estimated at 3,669.

Henshaw Reservoir has a storage capacity of 97, 700, 00 gallons and a
safe yield of 375,000 gallons per day.

Grindstone Well has a permitted withdrawal yield of 120,000 gallons per
day.
